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OCA Report – February 2008

As many of you know, the Oshawa Curling 
Club is a member of the Ontario Curling 
Association (zone 6, region 2) and the To-
ronto Curling Association.  All curling 
members of the Club pay OCA and TCA 
dues with your membership fees.  This is a 
straight pass through cost.  The Club does 
not retain any of this money.  The privilege 
of membership in these associations enti-
tles members of the Club to enter OCA 
competitions and TCA bonspiels.  The 
Club also benefits in other ways with busi-
ness and operations support and advice and 
access to marketing resources.  The obliga-
tion of membership is to provide ice time 
to the associations to run their competi-
tions. 
 
The Club is represented at the OCA by 
three members; Chris Daffern is the Men’s 
rep., Alicia Coventry is the Women’s rep. 
and Jim Thedorf represents the junior and 
bantam programs.  Each of us is primarily 
responsible for ensuring that club members 
are aware of the competitions and eligibil-
ity rules and hosting zone and regional 
playdowns in our club and updating mem-
bers on our areas of responsibility.  We are 
very fortunate that the OCA’s zone 6 repre-
sentative, Donna Morrison, is a member of 
our club. 
 
The OCA sponsored 25 competitions this 
season.  This includes mens, womens, 
mixed, bantams and juniors competitions 
for just about all age and skill levels.  That 
takes a lot of organization and a lot of ice 
time. 
 
In men’s competitions, we had members 
playing in just about every competition 
available.  The most successful team was 

the Tim Hortons Master Mens team 
skipped by Gerry Giddings.  This team 
won the “A” side of Zone 6 and advanced 
to the “B” side final of Region 2 before 
being sidelined.  Congratulations to this 
team on a great showing. 
 
Brian Suddard skipped a team in the Zone 
6 Dominion of Canada Senior Mens play-
down. 
 
In the Fairfield Marriott Challenge 
(formerly known as the Holiday Inn Chal-
lenge), at the Zone 6 playdown the club 
was represented by teams skipped by Jim 
Thedorf and Chris Daffern.  Jim also 
skipped a team in the Best Western Inter-
mediates, the Tim Hortons Colts (out of 
Dalewood), the Dominion Regalia Silver 
Tankard, with Bill Cane, also out of Dale-
wood and the Mixed, again representing 
Dalewood.

Also representing the Club in the Colts 
zone playdowns were teams skipped by 
Nelson Brouse, Gerry Giddings, Brian 
Trigg and Nathan Martin.  Unfortunately, 
none advanced to the regional playdown 
that our club hosted February 16th and 17th. 
 
Mixed and Senior Mixed zone playdowns 
are being played in Sutton as I write this.  
The Oshawa Curling Club was represented 
by a team skipped by Devon Martin in the 
Mixed and by two senior mixed teams 
skipped by Rod Evans and Gerry Giddings.  
Gerry’s also been busy this season. 
 
Other than Jim and Bill playing for Dale-
wood, the OCC did not have an entry in the 
Dominion Regalia Silver Tankard. 
 
Teams that parachute into clubs for con-
venience continues to be a contentious is-
sue.  Should the Oshawa Curling Club ac-
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cept membership applications from teams 
solely to play in the OCA’s  TSC Stores 
Men’s Tankard?  For the second year, the 
Club accepted memberships from the Cary 
Luner team who played in the TSC Stores 
Tankard and Challenge Round East as an 
OCC team.  There are a variety of views 
and approaches taken by members and 
other clubs on the parachuting teams ques-
tion.  This team did not play in any club 
leagues or bonspiels.  Their club member-
ship is simply a membership of conven-
ience.  Parachuting teams search around for 
the best membership deal, in a club that is 
not heavily represented in the Tankard 
where they won’t have to endure a club 
playdown to qualify for zones.  Some also 
look for a so-called “weak” zone for an 
easier path to regions.  Some clubs outright 
refuse these applications.  Others impose 
conditions.  This is really a policy decision 
that the Board of Directors makes.  The 
Ontario Curling Association does not man-

date who a club may admit to membership 
and allow to represent it.  The bottom line 
is that no OCC team was excluded from 
Tankard play.  It cost the Club nothing.  It 
made the Club a few dollars.  I’d get a 
whole lot more exorcised over the issue if 
any of our regular curling members were 
not able to get into a zone competition be-
cause a parachuted team was displacing 
them.  But this isn’t happening.  The only 
real question left is how much they should 
be paying for the privilege of membership. 
So that’s about it for the local competitive 
season.  Thanks to all of the players who 
represented this club.  If nothing else, it is 
always a learning experience. 
 
I will be posting the proposed competition 
dates for 2008-2009 on the OCA bulletin 
board so competitive players can start pen-
cilling in your calendar for next year.  Just 
keep in mind it is subject to change at the 
zone meeting on May 13th .

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CANADIAN CURLING ASSOCIATION CLUB DEVELOPMENT FUND

There have been questions and obvious misunderstandings recently about the grants available 
from the Canadian Curling Association to fund club repairs and improvements. The CCA has 
two major grant programs; the Curling Development Fund and the Club Development Fund. 
 
The Curling Development Fund is funded from 10% of the proceeds from the Brier, the Scotties 
and the Olympic Trials.  However, due to the severe financial losses realised by the CCA in 
2007, grants from this fund have been suspended until the Association’s finances are stronger 
and the accumulated debt is eliminated. 
 
The Club Development Fund though is alive and well.  This fund receives donations to the 
CCA (a registered amateur athletic association) and in turn issues tax deductible receipts for 
donations of $100 or more.  The fund then disburses money to affiliated clubs based upon their 
written applications.  Projects are reviewed and evaluated and funds distributed quarterly (July 
31, October 31, January 31 and April 30). 
 
All donations must be made to the CCA with no strings attached.  The CCA is obliged to use 
members’ donations pursuant to the association’s objectives and mission for the benefit of curl-
ing clubs. 
 
Donations must be made in the form of a cheque/money order payable to the Canadian Curling 
Association.  The CCA recommends that an acceptable way of conveying the information it 
needs is as follows: 
 
To: Canadian Curling Association 
 
As a member of the Oshawa Curling Club, I would like to donate $______ to the Canadian 
Curling Association.  I understand that I will receive a tax deductible receipt for my donation of 
$100.00 or more.  Enclosed is my cheque/money order payable to the Canadian Curling Asso-
ciation. 
 
One hundred percent of all donations are placed in the fund.  The CCA does not keep a portion 
as an administrative fee. 
 
In past years, the OCC has encouraged members to make donations to fund the purchase of the 
Lite Rocks for the little rock program and for costly replacement of components of the ice plant.  
The office manager received and recorded members’ donations and then forwarded them on to 
the CCA in batches.  This way the Club knew how much money had been donated and when.  
The club manager, when directed by the OCC’s Board of Directors (usually represented by the 
Treasurer and/or the director responsible for fundraising), would then make an application to the 
CCA to fund an eligible project or expense (such as the purchase of a new stove or ice scraper 
or windows in the dining room).
